Roof Repairs Begin as Soon as Possible 
With the congregation’s approval to select a contractor and 
contract for partial replacements of the flat roof at both the 
BLC and BLS facilities last month at the May 12th special 
congregational meeting, the church council has selected 
the bid from Schmidt Roofing.  The existing roofing 
materials will be removed at each facility down to the roof 
decks which will be inspected and repaired as necessary 
before sloped insulation is installed along with a TPO 
roofing material with welded seams.
